ability, attitude, past experiences, or trainability.



The volunteer assumes all risks relating to working with the CAWL animals. The
volunteer hereby releases CAWL, its officers, directors, and volunteers from any
and all claims, actions, liabilities, damages, and costs of any kind arising out of
volunteering for CAWL. In any member of the volunteer’s household or a visitor
to the volunteer’'s home or in the volunteer’s vehicle makes a claim, the volunteer
will indemnify, defend, and hold CAWL and the CAWL officers, directors, and
volunteers harmless from such claim.

The volunteer agrees that he/she/they is/are over eighteen years old or have
included the signature of a parent or legal guardian assenting to volunteering
with CAWL. The volunteer understands that if his/her/their membership
application is accepted, he/she/they understand that he/she/they will be
representing a non-profit organization when doing volunteer work for CAWL.
